Natural Context

Sec. 3.1 Natural Context

General Character

The natural context area consists of lands ina
wilderness state, whethet they have remained
roughly unsetted or have revertad to this
condition. These lands may be unsuitable for
settlernent due to typography, hydrology or
vegetation. The context s 3 natural andscape
with some agricuitural use.

Streets, Blocks and Access

Few roadways are present with the exception
of limited access mut=s. There may be unpaved
roads, dirt tracks and trails

Building Height, Placement and Coverage
There may be a few outlying single-family
houses. For the most part, however, the contaxt
has few structures of any kind

Parking and Mobility

Parking is located only on private lots, Roadways
are geated exclusively towards automobiles.
However, the natural state of this context may
enable trail hiking.

Districts

The natural context allows the AG-40 District.
Conservation is allowed as a spedal purpose
district.
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
